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Maitreya is a festival to honor Maitreya Buddha, and the Oirat Mongolians in Xinjiang, who are Buddhists, have a custom of
celebrating it on the 15th day of the first month of the lunar calendar with great pomp and circumstance. People visit temples to
offer prayers, and on Maidar day, when people go to temples to celebrate the Maidar festival, they usually bring food such as money,
butter, and milk. The participants worship in front of the Maidar's main deity and wish for happiness. After the festival is over,
everyone eats, sings, dances, and enjoys a lively time together.
